The Uzbek tea ceremony is almost an art and considered an important part of national
etiquette. Visiting plays an important role in Uzbek social life and friends may drop in
at any time of the day. Tea is usually served before and after a meal and both black
and green tea are popular. The tea ceremony is a way of showing respect to guests and
especially to older people. The hostess serves the first cup of tea to the eldest person
at the table. ' )

Mate tea is very popular in Latin America. To fix a good mate tea, you put leaves in
a special container called a mate, which is a small empty dried pumpkin. You add hot
water and drink it through a metal straw. Besides being a good tea, the way mate tea
is served is like a language with social meaning. If you serve tea with a little orange
peel, you are telling someone that this person is welcome. A little mint may encourage
a male friend to become a boyfriend. If you serve someone mate tea that has lost its
flavour, you are telling the person to go and drink tea somewhere else.

In South Africa we love drinking a local red tea called Rooibos. Just like other teas, it is
available in tea bags or loose leaves that are brewed with boiling water. It is refreshing as
a hot drink taken with milk or sugar or with lemon juice. It is riaturally free of caffeine,
so it is used in drinks for children.

Ludwig van Beethoven, a famous composer, was born on December 16, 1770, in
Bonn, Germany. He A22 in a very musical but poor family. He began

There are numerous legends which say that his father was a violent and intemperate
man, who returned home drunk late at night and dragged young Ludwig from his bed
in order to “beat” music lessons into the boy’s sleepy head. A24 these
the young Beethoven developed a sensitivity and vision for music. When, despite his
father’s brutal teaching methods, Ludwig began to show signs of promise, other teachers
were called in. By the age of seven he was advanced enough to appear in public. His first
compositions were published in 1782. Five years later, while in Vienna, he performed
for and A25 a good impression on Mozart, a renowned composer of the

" time. Beethoven studied with many of the great musical masters but found his style

A22

of composition which was freer and more modern. He became known as an original
composer by the time he had written his Third symphony. He began to lose his hearing
in 1798 but did not stop composing. He wrote A26 100 pieces of music
during his lifetime. By the time he finished his Ninth symphony in 1823, Beethoven was
completely deaf. In spite of this, he conducted the first performance of his work and it

was his A27 success. Beethoven had a close and devoted circle of friends
all his life, thought to have been attracted by his strength of personality. He died three
years later of pneumonia on March 26, 1827. He A28 one of the most
famous and influential composers of all time.

It is called “Mushroom City” — because it is growing faster than any city on Earth.
“Nothing today, everything tomorrow”, is how one resident describes Dubai.
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There are three famous offshore “palms” — man-made islands packed with luxury
hotels. The biggest shopping mall is already here. Another, even bigger, is under con-

struction. There will be an extension to the airport and another entirely new airport

along the coast towards Abu Dhabi: six runways able to serve 120 million passengers.

The Middle East’s answer to Disneyland, called Dubailand, far larger than Monaco,
will employ 300,000 people in the various “joy lands”, serving 15 million visitors any
one moment.

On these vast invented islands offshore, stand hollow-eyed buildings, staring at each
other across the sands. One fifth of the world’s cranes are at work there. An army of
250,000 men, largely from India and Pakistan, work to create the city. These men earn
on average 200 euros a month. A night in one of Dubai’s luxury hotels would cost six
months’ wages for one of the men who built it.

If you drive south along the Gulf, away from the glamour of the great hotels and
big malls, you come to the largest man-made harbour in the world. Every minute, the
towering cranes lift another container off the decks of the ships and lower it to a waiting
truck. Nothing interrupts the movements, day and night, round the year. Even in July
at 90 per cent humidity, with the air temperature usually over 49 degrees, the loading
and unloading goes on.

Like almost everything in Dubai, the port system belongs to the state or to the rul-
ing family of Maktoums. The Maktoums came here in the 1820s. In 1971 Dubai gained
independence as part of the United Arab Emirates. The Makhtoums have been shaping
Dubai as the trading and financial hub of the Emirates.

After September 11, 2009, Arabs suffered from a lot of bad publicity. Dubai is trying
to come back with the right kind of publicity. It will be a fully modern state. It will be -
setting the standards. It will be the place people will look up to.

There is no hint of democracy in Dubai. A group of five old Arab families controls
the entire emirate. The working and living conditions of the construction workers are
notoriously bad. Thirty-nine building workers died on sites last year, twenty-two of them
simply by falling off buildings.

This is the Dubai sandwich: at the bottom, cheap and exploited Asian labour; in the
middle white northern professional services and tourists; at the top, enormous atmount
of invested oil money, combined with tough social and political control.

That is the intriguing question: can Dubai do what no other state has failed to do
almost anywhere else in the Arab world? Is Dubai, in fact, one of the most important
centres of future global trading and financial system?

“If you ask me, most successful people have had something tragic happen in their past,”
says Peter Paduh. “Read any biography and you’ll see it. You’ve got to have that extra
kick.” : .
He should know. Today the Bosnian-born Paduh is about to file his first annual
turnover of £1 million for his three-year-old company Maxitech.biz. But it’s just 13 years
since he arrived in London, alone, as a teenage refugee from the war in the Balkans.

He was something of a child prodigy. Aged 12, living in Sarajevo, Paduh got his first
computer from his mother and started his own business. He explains: “I had thousands
of games, so I sold the ones I didn’t want. I knew which were the most popular so [
bought in stock, and then advertised them nationally through magazines.” Ultimately,
the money he made would fund his £115 ticket to England.

Starting his own business had always been Paduh’s dream, and when the war be-
gan, he decided the UK would be the place to do it: “When I left, I knew it was going
to be for good,” he says. “When I got to the UK, I was just happy to have been given
the chance to achieve my dreams. I was a 15-year-old boy. I had 30 deutchmarks in my
pocket and just a few English words.” Paduh was sent to a children’s home for refugees.
After six months, he found a foster family near London, and he stayed with them until
he left school. :

Despite being alone in a foreign country, he held on to his business goals. “I saved
some money and bought a computer, upgraded it and sold it for three times what I paid
for it,” he says. With the profits he bought a laptop, then another, then another. Next he
won a work placement at Microsoft in Reading, which turned into a summer internship.

Paduh did a degree in computing at the University of Westminster. Throughout his
course he also worked part-time for the computer company. Being in the right place at
the right time, his graduation happened at the same time as the success of the Internet,
and he set up a company to help businesses to start their own websites.

Three years ago Paduh came up with the idea for his award-winning business,
‘Maxitech.biz. '

His company gives old computers a new life by wiping their hard drives and recon-
ditioning them. A 40-strong team collects the computers, reconditions them, and either
sells them or gives them to charity. It is both cost-effective and socially responsible for
companies who want to get rid of old computers.
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Paduh’s attitude extends to his staff as well. At any one time he has about 25 train-
ees — all of whom are either refugees or were previously unemployed. “I want to give
something back,” he says. “I knew how difficult it was for me to make the first step.
These are very capable people — they just need the chance to prove themselves.”

His ethics have paid off in praise as well as profits. Last September he was recognised
by London’s mayor for his outstanding contribution to life in London, and in the past
year he has won many awards. His certificates hang on his walls and his trophies are
boxed up in a drawer of his desk. But what is he most proud of? “Showing that it’s pos-
sible to be a successful business while being environmentally and socially sustainable,”
he says. He pauses. “It’s been a difficult journey, but the recognition has been nice.”
